Assignment #3:

Creative Typography

The right typeface can create a mood or emotion, attract a specific audience, sell a product or an idea. There are thousands and thousands to choose from and many ways to use them.

The Problem: Select a typeface that helps describe a subject.

1. Select three words; one each for:

A place

A thing

A person

For instance: a very bold, blocky face for “tractor”, a delicate face for “Rosalee”, and elaborate face for “Rio”. Letters should be 2”-3” high and you will cut them out of paper. Words will be properly letter spaced, mounted on an appropriate background approximately 4.5”x12” and mounted on 16” x 20” black mounting board for presentation. You will want a 2” border all around your pieces, and 1” between them.
2. Work out your letters on tracing paper and transfer to colored paper. Avoid letters with very thin elements, such as script. Use a real typeface — don’t invent your own style. Avoid cute solutions, aim for a more graphically sophisticated solution. Incorporate styles such as “outline”, “inline”, “drop shadow”, or “reverse” if they are appropriate.
